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The on-line Pinnacle Grade Book System allows 
students and parents to check grades and attendance 
from any computer with internet access.  The 
system allows parents to set up email notification 
that alerts them if grades drop below a specific 
score. 
How do I access the Parent/Student Grade Book 
Viewer? 
1. Go to www.graceville-elementary.com 
2. Click on the GRADES link 
3. USERNAME:  Enter the student’s 10 digit 

Florida ID number (which is located at the top 
of any progress report) 

4. PASSWORD:  Enter the student’s date of birth 
in the following format including dashes:  yyy-
mm-dd 

5. Choose Graceville Elementary School 
6. Click the “Login” button 
***Email alerts can be initialized by clicking the 
“Email Notification” link in the left menu after 
login.  Follow the on-screen prompts to establish 
reporting criteria.  Once initialized, the system 
will send an email alert to the specific address 
based on criteria entered by parents.
