Roundup In Learning 
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“The U.S. Constitution requires that a national census be 
done every 10 years, and the countdown for the 1010 
Census has begun.  
 
The census is a count of everyone residing in all 50 
states of the U.S., Puerto Rico, U.S. Virgin Islands, 
Guam, the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana 
Islands and American Samoa.  
 
Reasons to be interested and to participate are:  The 
federal government uses census numbers to allocate 
more than $300 billion in federal funds for education, 
housing, community development, health care services 
for elderly, job training and so much more.  
 
The census numbers are used in determining how many 
seats each state will have in the U.S. House of 
Representatives.  Also, states will decide on the seats in 
their state legislatures.  
 
The 2010 Census will be one of the shortest 
questionnaires in the history of the U.S.; 10 questions 
per household member include name, age, gender, race, 
ethnicity, relationship and whether the home is rented or 
owned.  It should only take a few minutes to complete 
the 2010 Census.  
 
All information from the 2010 Census will be kept 
confidential.  
 
The 2010 Census questionnaires will be sent out 
between February and March 2010, and they should be 
promptly returned.”
