PreK and Kindergarten 
Let the children put coins in a piggy bank, play 
“store,” or sort your change into pennies, nickels, 
dimes, and quarters.  Remember, children at this 
age have a hard time understanding that a dime is 
more valuable than a nickel.  Don’t expect too 
much. 
 

Early Elementary School 
This is a good age to being an allowance.  Students 
learn the monetary value as part of the school 
curriculum at this age.  This is the time for them to 
learn that every day is not a “treat” day.  There is a 
time to spend and a time to save. 
 

Later Elementary School 
Take your older elementary age child to the bank 
for a visit.  Explain to him/her that the back room is 
not filled with bags and bags of money.  You don’t 
get the same $10 bill back that you deposit. Teach 
the child how to save for something he/she really 
desires to purchase.”
