Vidalia Onion Casserole 

4 onions, chopped 
12 saltine crackers, crushed 
1 stick margarine 
1 cup grated cheddar cheese 
2 eggs 
½ cup milk 
1 can cream of mushroom soup 
salt and pepper to taste 
 

Melt margarine in saucepan and cook onions until 
tender.  Spray casserole dish with oil and line with 
cracker crumbs.  Add onions and soup in layers until 
all is used.  Combine milk with beaten eggs, salt and 
pepper.  Pour over casserole.  Sprinkle grated cheese 
and a few more crushed saltine crackers on top.
